TEN LESSONS IN NETWORKING AND PARAGLIDING by Mark Yarnell

LESSONS LEARNED ALONG THE WAY

Over the years during times of quiet reflection, I have attempted to recall all the feelings
experienced on my first solo paraglide flight off Rainbow Peak outside of Reno, Nevada.
While I always draw a blank about specific feelings, the lessons I learned are vivid and
valuable. And upon reflection, I’ve realized that those qualities and strategies needed by
successful paraglide pilots are identical to those necessary for entrepreneurs who wish to
succeed in the world of networking. Although the endeavors themselves appear radically
different, and the potential outcomes seem incomparable, they are indeed, virtually
identical.

LESSON #1: PHOBIASINHIBIT SUCCESS

I could easily make the case that neither paragliding nor networking is particularly risky,
though both can be initially frightening. Compared to home business, paragliding appears
considerably more risky to one’s health and well-being, although neither is inherently
risky or dangerous. I know. I’ve done both successfully and lived to tell the story. I
would argue that the same delusional thinking which keeps the masses engaged in work
they detest, causes millions to ignore the joy of soaring with eagles. They’re called
phobias. Phobias are unrealistic fears which are seldom attached to any dangers.

In both paragliding and networking, wisdom erases phobias by removing many of the
elements of potential risk or failure. In our lifetimes, given the fact that the odds of death
are one out of one, no one can ever mitigate danger completely, but we can certainly use
knowledge to minimize risk and overcome phobias. Frightened perhaps, exhilarated
always, injured never! Those have been my experiences in paragliding and network
marketing. Volume Two of the Holy Grail Collection is focused entirely on helping you
overcome fears and experience rejection-free networking.

LESSON #2: PHOBIAS CAUSE PROCRASTINATION

It is possible to procrastinate indefinitely so long as one continues to remain phobic. Only
a tiny percentage of those folks who dream of paragliding ever run off the mountain and
only a few men and women who buy a business kit actually make the full sacrifices
necessary to overcome the phobias inherent in self-employment. If you find yourself
procrastinating, get to the root cause by figuring out what phobias are holding you back.
What do you fear?

There is no embarrassment attached to the decision to live safely. I could have easily
packed up my paraglide wing that first day and never faced an ounce of ridicule. Nobody
would have questioned my sanity. Just like nobody would ever question a person’s sanity
for choosing to buy a business kit, yet never making the sacrifices necessary to succeed
as an entrepreneur. While it is certainly not my intention to push you into taking that leap,



I do consider it my responsibility to tell you the truth about what I’ve learned from both
paragliding and networking.

My fervent hope is that you will apply this knowledge to your own circumstance so that
you too can stop confusing the edge of your rut with the horizon.

LESSON #3: THE B.O.W. FACTOR TRUMPSALL

I didn’t crash that first day of flight, nor have I been injured in any of my subsequent
thousands of flights because of one strategic advantage. I call it the B.O.W factor. It will
be very easy to remember whether you intend to soar financially or take flight in a
paraglider. B.O.W. stands for “Benefit of Wisdom.” One of my heroes, Albert Einstein
put the concept of wisdom verses information in perspective when he wrote,
“Information is not wisdom.”

In the game of life, regardless of one’s intended objective, nothing outweighs the value of
the Benefit of Wisdom (B.O.W.) The Benefit of Wisdom tips the scale in favor of those
who recognize it. In fact, the B.O.W. factor is important in every domain of capitalism
from networking to real estate to book sales. Learn how to capitalize on the wisdom of
those who’ve run the course. Consider the following two examples.

Keller/Williams Realty Believed in B.O.W.

Back in 1986 Gary Keller had a small real estate firm in Austin, Texas and attended a
lecture I was delivering about my book Power Speaking. He decided that the best model
for compensating Real Estate agents would be a several-level payout and enlisted my
help to sell the concept to his associates.

Instead of hand
picking his best leaders, Keller put me infront of his entire company. That was critical.

Chicken Soup for the Soul and B.O.W.

Before the first Chicken Soupfor the Soulbecame an international best seller, Mark
Victor Hanson was, and still is, a friend of mine. He knew it was a great book and would
inspire people from all walks of life, especially network marketers. He only lacked one
thing: the benefit of wisdom as to how to get the book to the leading Networkers.
Chicken Soup was in every bookstore, but it wasn’t selling well. He called me and we
discussed his book; he sent me a copy and I read it and loved it. I told him to leave it with
me for a few days. I contacted my friends from several major companies and suggested



that they inform their downlines about this great, new motivational tool. They did. As a
result, network marketing had a minor role, if not a major one, in informing masses of
people about Hanson’s work.

To be certain, the book series was always brilliant and in my opinion destined for
greatness with or without the readership of the network marketing industry. The point is
this: Hanson used my Benefit of Wisdom to tap a market which ultimately contributed in
a small way to launch what became massive sales of a brilliant work.

Nothing could have stopped Gary Keller or Mark Victor Hanson from their dreams of
entrepreneurial success.

My decision to paraglide resulted in a joy which was expressed perfectly by Anthony
Hopkins in the brilliant movie The World® Fagtest Indian. When questioned by a curious
spectator as to why anyone his age would ride a 40-year-old motorcycle at 150 M.P.H.,
Hopkins stared resolutely at the young man and said, “I’ve lived more in five minutes at
that speed than most people live in an entire lifetime.” I’ll admit I’m biased, but I cannot
imagine having lived life without soaring with the eagles. Paragliding is a gift that has
allowed me to soar. The field of network marketing has offered a similar opportunity...to
soar financially. It’s your for the taking.

LESSON #5: MAKE THE LEAP NOW!

My decision to become a professional home business networker has given me 21 years of
financial and time freedom. Not because I merely joined MLM, but because when I did, I
made the leap, jumped off the cliff and made the investment and sacrifice necessary to
capitalize on every conceivable B.O.W — Benefit of Wisdom. Over the years, I’ve had my
share of critics, as is usually the case when someone has the courage to succeed. I’ve also
made phenomenal friends around the world. Making the leap pays off in many ways.

LESSON #6: LUCK PLAYSA ROLE, BUT THEN SO DO YOU

Some have called me lucky and I suppose there was an element of luck in picking a great
company like Nu Skin. I was also lucky to have Richard Kall as my mentor. Richard gave
me the Benefit of Wisdom, but I sought him out from six levels above me. He wasn’t my
sponsor.

Sorry folks, but we aren’t getting out of this
game alive and you might as well go for all the chips you can get. Forget safety and
security, they’ve never existed except in the hopes and dreams of frightened souls.

LESSION #8: WEQRE ALL SMART ENOUGH

Dr. Charles King once suggested at a University of Illinois seminar that my intelligence
was exceptional and that puffed me up for a few seconds, coming from a PhD. But the
truth is, I slid through high school with C’s and dropped out of college, never to get a
degree. Let’s just say my brain won’t be of significant interest at my autopsy. If I can
succeed with my brain power, so can you!

LESSION #9: LEARNING ISTHE KEY

When John Milton Fogg honored me with the “Greatest Networker in the World” award,
I was pleased to accept it, but in truth, many leaders in my own downline were already
earning more than me. However, I do believe after decades of investing $200 a month in
books written by the greatest thinkers in business, science, and technology that I might
qualify for The Greatest Student of Network Marketing and Peak Performance.

Life circumstances may occasionally cause you to land a bit short of your intended target,
but the right knowledge will allow you to stand up uninjured, brush yourself off and head
right back to the top of the mountain. And in the end, the true measure of your success
will undoubtedly be proportionate to the value you place on the Benefit of Wisdom and
the courage and tenacity with which you take flight.

LESSON #10: A FEW RULESWILL INITIATE SUCCESS
